1. WELCOME FROM THE CHAIRMAN OF THE PARISH COUNCIL 
           Councillor Hilton welcomed all to the meeting.

2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST IN ITEMS ON THE AGENDA AND REQUESTS FOR DISPENSATIONS
           There were no declarations of interest or request for dispensation.

4. APOLOGIES TO BE RECEIVED AND REASONS FOR ABSENCE ACCEPTED
No apologies received.

5.      MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING – The minutes of the meetings held on 25 June and 23 July, 2025, were approved 
            and signed by the Chair.
  
6.     ITEMS CARRIED FORWARD FROM PREVIOUS MEETINGS
6.1 Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) – No further application forms requested.
                       New application received from West Tanfield Women’s Institute for the purchase of a screen and mini projector,
                         at a cost of £101.98.  After discussion this was agreed by the Parish Council, on the understanding once purchased the
                         equipment can be loaned to other organisations in the Parish, would allocate £101.98 of CIL funds for the equipment.
                         Application for CIL funds from West Tanfield Cricket Club, this application was deferred from the Parish Council meeting
                         held on 25 June, 2025. After discussion it was agreed by the Parish Council to allocate £750 of CIL funds towards the building 
                         of a new Cricket Club building.
                         Application for CIL funds from Nosterfield Neighbours, this application was deferred from the Parish Council meeting held
                         on 25 June, 2025.  After discussion it was agreed by the Parish Council to allocate £64.76 towards the purchase of batteries 
                         for the village Christmas Lights.  The Parish Clerk is to contact the Parish Council insurer to see if the insurance policy will
                         cover the installation of a Christmas tree in the village of Nosterfield.
6.2 Vehicle Activated Speed Camera – The Parish Clerk has contacted North Yorkshire Council and is waiting an update, with regards to the cost of installing the third post in the Parish.
6.3 Rural Housing Needs Survey – The Survey has now closed and North Yorkshire Council Staff are busy analysing the data. A report will be shared with the Parish Council in the next few weeks. The matter will be added to the September meeting agenda.

7.     MARMION TOWER STEPS – An enquiry was made to the Parish Council with regards to the maintenance/repair of 
           the steps/hand rail leading down from the Marmion Tower to the river. The Parish Clerk will reply to the email outlining 
           that the matter has been brought to the Parish Council previously. The Parish Council had been given legal advice, in 
           the past, with regards the repair of the steps and had been informed that as the land is not owned by the Parish Council,
[bookmark: _Hlk211435577]           there is no legal responsibility placed on the Parish Council for repairs. 

8.     WASTE/ RECYCLING COLLECTIONS – New dates have been issued across the Parish with regards to 
            waste/recycling collections as, North Yorkshire Council stream line the systems.  Unfortunately, this has led to some
            areas of the Parish not having waste collected, or bins emptied, or being left out for days, before collection took place. 
            The Parish Clerk has been reporting the issues direct to North Yorkshire Council and have been given a direct contact 
            number for the local businesses to use and contact details for the public to use.  I will add these contact details to the 
            next Parish Newsletter.

9.     ROADSIDE WASTE BINS COLLECTIONS – Due to the new dates for waste/recycling collections, North 
           Yorkshire Council are having to move staff from the roadside waste collections, to assist with the waste/recycling collections.  
           This has had an impact with roadside waste bins over flowing and rubbish being dumped at the side of litter bins, causing
           an unsightly mess in a number of areas around the Parish.  The Parish Clerk has received several phone calls and emails from
           residents and businesses in the Parish.  On a positive note, North Yorkshire Council have assured me this matter will be delt
           with and cleared up this weekend.




10.     WEST TANFIELD – REPAIRS TO THE SWING PARK – West Tanfield Swing Park needs some repairs, the trim 
            trail needs urgent repairs to the timber uprights, at a cost of £250, plus VAT. It was agreed by the Parish Councillors 
            that the repairs can be carried out using the playground ring -fenced allowance in the Parish Councils budget. Also, 
           the toddler cradle swing frame is showing signs of rot both in the timber uprights and the timber cross beam. This 
           could be replaced with a STIMBA frame to match the two new swing frames, in the park, at a cost of £3045 +VAT.
           The Parish Council agrees, this is required and if the Parish Clerk could seek funding for the project. Funding to be 
           sourced from the Locality Grant, some CIL funds, some of the ring-fenced playground funds. As well as applying 
           to the Bedale Villages and Community Forum, for funds.
