Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL)
Funding 
The Parish Council has received funding via the previous district Council (Hambleton District Council (HDC), with regards to the above levy, over the last few years.  The CIL is a charge which local authorities place on most types of new development in their area.
The CIL has been used over the last year to help fund the following projects:
Construction of a firm pathway from the Village Hall 
car park to the Pétanque and Tennis Club
Swing Park improvements in the Parish
Replacement of the defiribulator pads and batteries for the defibrillators as required
Banner for the Parish Annual Sports Day
Funding towards the new club house for the West Tanfield Cricket Club
Screen and projector for West Tanfield Women’s Institute

WEST TANFIELD PLAY EQUIPMENT 
A new STIMBA junior swing frame has recently been installed. This was purchased with funds from the Community Infrastructure Levy, The Bedale and Community Villages Forum, the County  Locality Grant and some ring-fenced playground funds from the Parish Council.
The Parish Council has been meeting in 2025 to consider several items of business:  The Rural Housing needs survey, waste and household recycling, the matter of the 30mph speed limit extension along Nosterfield Road to the Moor Road junction as well as a donation towards the VE Day celebrations in the Parish from the CIL Funds.
