Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL)
Funding Available
The CIL is a charge which local authorities (North Yorkshire Council) place on most types of new development in their area.
The CIL is to be used to pay for infrastructure identified as required to support the development growth in the Parish.
The Parish Council has to account for the spending of the money, in an annual report, therefore the Parish Council needs to keep accurate records of both the applications for the funds and the spending of the levy.
Organisations/groups in the parish, who wish to bid for funds from the levy, can apply to the Parish Council.  There is an application form to complete to request funding.  


 
MOBILE PHONE SIGNAL/MASTS IN PARISH

A number of residents in the Parish have informed the Parish Council, that they feel the mobile signal is rather poor in the area. 
Looking at the Ofcom data it seems that the different mobile providers offer differing levels of service.  The Parish Council feels the service is quite poor especially indoors. Although some residents would use Wi-Fi calling and connect to their broadband when indoors, rather than rely on a mobile signal. 
 The broadband in most areas of the Parish looks ok from the Ofcom data with most properties able to get Ultrafast speeds.
In terms of the mobile signal, residents can share there feedback at this same ofcom site - Share your feedback 
Tanfield Parish Council approached North Yorkshire Council for some advice and guidance on the matter. Although North Yorkshire Council is not involved in the national Shared Rural Network scheme (regarding masts). New masts provided by the scheme are coming on line all the time so it could be worth residents contacting the Shared Rural Network directly here to see if any network improvements are planned for the areas in the Parish, Nosterfield/Thornborough and West Tanfield area.
The Parish Council suggests that in terms of mobile signal strength residents share their feedback at the Ofcom site here- Share your feedback .
 Please take the time to share your views both positive or otherwise so more accurate picture can be built.
